1These 158 school districts will receive a reduced social security reimbursement from the Commonwealth in the proposed budget. The reimbursement
rate is a percentage of pay and the federally mandated social security payment for employers is 7.65% of pay. Current state law (Act 29 of 1994)
mandates a minimum state reimbursement to school districts of one-half the employers share, which equals 3.82% of pay. The governor is proposing
to reimburse at the same rate as the school district’s aid ratio; therefore, more wealthy school districts, with aid ratios below .5000, will receive a lower
reimbursement than in past years. This reduced reimbursement rate is reflected in the "Proposed Reimbursement Rate" column. Each of the 158
districts will be able to calculate the dollar impact of this reduction based upon their current payroll data. The governor’s proposed reduction in
social security reimbursement will require legislative action. 
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
